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Gene Therapy is a Cure Gene therapy has the potential to be curative, but more 
research is needed on its long term effects. It may be more 
realistic to say it is about controlling disease progression 
for now.

Parents Can Change

the odds are left to chance. Genetic testing allows the 
parents to find out if they are carriers of some diseases.

Animal and Human Trials 
Have the Same Results

Preclinical results may show us the treatment is successful 
in animals. Unfortunately, this often does not mean it will 
be successful in a clinical trial for humans. These are very 
different steps of the research process.
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
